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Quilt finishes 62" x 72"
Panel Block: 24" x 24"
Pieced Blocks: 16" x 24"

Cutting Directions
Note: Borders are cut the exact lengths required 
plus 4" seam allowances. WOF designates the 
width of fabric from selvedge to selvedge 
(approximately 42" wide).

Fabric A Fussy cut (2) 202" x 202" large 
butter�y squares.

 Fussy cut (4) 92" x 92" small 
butter�y squares for the corners.

 Fussy cut (2) 82" x 82" small 
butter�y squares for the blocks.

Fabric B  Fussy cut (2) 92" x 542" strips 
centering each on the stripe from the 
length of fabric (LOF).

 Fussy cut (2) 92" x 442" strips 
centering each on the stripe from LOF.

Fabric C Cut (3) 22" WOF strips

Fabric D Cut (3) 22" WOF strips

Fabric E Cut (16) 12" x 62" strips.
 Cut (16) 12" x 42" strips.

Fabric F* Cut (24) 12" x 22" strips.
 Cut (24) 12" x 42" strips.

Fabric G Cut (24) 12" x 22" strips.
 Cut (24) 12" x 42" strips.
 Cut (7) 22" x 42" strips for binding. 

Fabric H  Fussy cut (3) 22" x 442" strips, 
centering each on a row of �owers & 
butter�ies from LOF.

 Fussy cut (4) 22" x 242" strips, 
centering each on a row of �owers & 
butter�ies from LOF.

 Fussy cut (24) 22" x 22" squares, 
centering each on a butter�y.

 Fussy cut (8) 22" x 62" strips, 
centering each on a �ower.

*Backing Cut (2) panels 43" x 70", pieced to �t 
the quilt top with overlap on all sides 
for backing.

Panel Blocks 
1. Sew together one 22" x WOF Fabric C strip sand one 22" x WOF 

Fabric D strip, lengthwise to make one strip set (Fig.1) Press towards 
Fabric D. Repeat to make three strips sets. Sub-cut the strip sets into 
forty-four 22" units (Fig. 2).

2. Sew together �ve 22" units to make one side checkerboard border 
(Fig. 3). Press towards Fabric D. Repeat to make four-side checker-
board borders total.

3. Sew together six 22" units to make one top checkerboard border 
(Fig. 4). Press towards Fabric D. Repeat to make two top checker-
board borders and two bottom checkerboard borders total.

4. Sew one side checkerboard border to each side of one 202" Fabric A 
square. Sew one top and bottom checkerboard border to the 202" 
Fabric A square to make one 242" x 242" panel block (Fig. 5). Press 
towards the Fabric A square. Repeat to make a second panel block.

Pieced Blocks
5.  Sew one 12" x 62" Fabric E strip to each side of one 22" x 62" Fabric H 

strip. Press towards Fabric E. Sew one 12" x 42" Fabric E strip to the top 
and bottom of the 22" x 62" Fabric E strip to make one 42" x 82" �ower 
block (Fig. 6). Press towards Fabric E. Repeat to make eight �ower blocks.

6. Sew one 12" x 22" Fabric G strip to each side of one 22" Fabric H square. 
Press towards Fabric G. Sew one 12" x 42" Fabric G strip to the top and 
bottom of the 22" Fabric H square to make one 42" x 42" G-butter�y 
block (Fig. 7). Press towards Fabric G. Repeat to make twelve 42" x 42" 
G-butter�y blocks.

7. Sew one 12" x 22" Fabric F strip to each side of one 22" Fabric H square. 
Press towards Fabric F. Sew one 12" x 42" Fabric F strip to the top and 
bottom of the 22" Fabric H square to make one 42" x 42" F-butter�y 
block (Fig. 8). Press towards Fabric F. Repeat to make twelve 42" x 42" 
F-butter�y blocks.

8. Follow Figure 9 to sew together four �ower blocks, six G-butter�y blocks, 
six F-butter�y blocks and one 82" x 82" Fabric A square to make one 
162" x 242" pieced block. Refer to the arrows for pressing directions. 
Repeat to make a second pieced block.

Quilt Top
9.  Sew one pieced block to 

the left side of one panel 
block. Press towards the 
panel block. Sew one 
22" x 242" Fabric H 
strip to each side of the 
sewn blocks to make the 
242" x 44-1/2” bottom 
row (Fig. 10). Press towards Fabric H.

10. Sew one pieced block to the right side of one panel block. Press towards 
the panel block. Sew one 22" x 24-2" Fabric H strip to each side of 
the sewn blocks to make the 242" x 442" top row (Fig. 11). Press 
towards Fabric H.

11. Sew the top and bottom rows together alternating them with three 
22" x 442" Fabric H strips to make one 442" x 542" quilt top 
(Fig. 12). Press towards Fabric H.

12. Sew one 92" x 542" Fabric B strip to each side of the quilt top. 
Press towards Fabric B. Sew one 92" x 92" Fabric A square to each 
end of the two 92" x 442" Fabric B strips to make the top and bottom 
borders. Press towards Fabric B. Sew the borders to the quilt top. 
Press towards Fabric B.

Finishing the Quilt: 
13. Layer and quilt as desired. Sew the seven 22" x 42" Fabric G strips 

together end-to-end with a 45º seams to make the binding. Fold this 
long strip in half lengthwise with wrong sides together and press. 
Bind as desired.
