Cut (2) side borders 7¥2" x 63%2", cut lengthwise
Cut (2) top/bottom borders 772" x 584", cut lengthwise

Cut (2) side borders 214" x 54", cut crosswise
Cut (2) top/bottom borders 2%2" x 491", cut crosswise

Fabric C
Cut (15) squares 2" for Log Cabin block centers

FabricD
Cut (15) squares 3%” for Pinwheel block centers

FabricE
Cut (7) strips 214" x WOF for straight-grain binding or cut (1) rectangle 26" x 36" for bias binding (see Step 8)

17 Light Prints
Fromeach: Cut (2) strips 134" x 21" for Log Cabin
Cut (14 or 16) squares 238" for Pinwheels (240 squares total)

23 Dark Prints
Fromeach: Cut (1or2) strips 134” x 21" for Log Cabin
Cut (10) squares 234" for Pinwheels (240 squares total)
Hint: Also cut strips and squares from Fabrics B-E as desired.

Backing Cut (2) panels 40” x 71", pieced to fit quilt top with overlap on all sides

Making the Quilt 23 HST
1. The Pinwheel Blocks use half-square triangles (HST) that finish 1¥2” square. Use 1
your favorite method to make HST, or follow these directions. Draw a diagonal T

line on the wrong side of each light 238" square. Place a marked square on a dark
square, right sides together. Sew V4" seam on each side of the marked line (Diagram  Make 4 alike (480 total)
1). Cut apart on the marked line. Press open. Make 4 HST alike for each Pinwheel Diagram 1

Unit. Join 4 like HST as shown in Diagram 2 to make a Pinwheel Unit. Make a total
of 120 units, each using a different combination of light and dark prints.

2. Referring to Diagram 3, join 8 different Pinwheel Units with a Fabric D 3%2” square to
make a Pinwheel Block. It should measure 9%2” from edge to edge. Make 15.

3. Each Log Cabin Block is made with 3 light and 3 dark prints. Note that 2 strips are
cut from each print for a block. Each block is different to make a truly scrappy quilt. Pinwheel Unit — Make 120

For each Log Cabin Block, cut the following from the 134" x 20" strips: Diagram 2

Dark #1: Cut (1) strip 1%4” x 3V4” Light #1: Cut (1) strip 134" x 2"

Cut (1) strip 134” x 4%5" Cut (1) strip 134" x 3V4”
Dark #2: Cut (1) strip 134" x 534" Light #2: Cut (1) strip 134" x 4%

Cut (1) strip 134" x 7" Cut (1) strip 134" x 534"
Dark #3: Cut (1) strip 134" x 8V4” Light #3: Cut (1) strip 134" x7”

Cut (1) strip 134" x 9»” Cut (1) strip 134" x 8V4”

4. Piecethelight and dark strips around the center Fabric C 2” square, ‘ A ) ‘ A
working in clockwise order (Diagram 4). Press seam allowances away from [YAL
the center to make a Log Cabin Block. It should measure 9%2” square from ' k 'k

edge to edge. Make 15.

5. Referring to the Quilt Assembly Diagram, join 3 Pinwheel Blocks and 2
Log Cabin Blocks to make Row 1, rotating the Log Cabin Blocks as shown.
Press seam allowances toward the Log Cabin Blocks. Join 3 Log Cabin
Blocks and 2 Pinwheel Blocks to make Row 2, rotating blocks as shown.
Continue in this manner to make a total of 6 horizontal rows, referring to Pinwheel Block — Make 15
the diagram for placement. Join the rows in the order shown. Press seam Diagram 3
allowances open between rows.

6. Sew Fabric B borders to the sides and then to the top and bottom. Repeat
with Fabric A borders.

Finishing the Quilt

7. Layer the quilt with batting and backing and baste. Quilt in the ditch
around borders and block patches. Quilt around the printed motifs in the
outer border.
